Protecting human rights and good governance in

the Republic of Moldova is dangerous!

On 11 December 2007 there was a new attack against the Moldovan Helsinki Committee for Human Rights, which has as a goal to defame one of the oldest and efficient non-governmental organizations from the Republic of Moldova.  
This time were falsified official documents of the International Helsinki Federation, namely the Declaration of the International Helsinki Federation, adopted on 19 November 2007 and officially diffused, including to us on 20 November 2007 (this official text is annexed), was falsified to defame the Moldovan Helsinki Committee for Human Rights (MHC), especially to wander the donors from the projects of MHC.  
We want to remind that about two years ago similar declarations, based on false using, on mean interests of certain groups connected by criminal solidarity had started a real war against MHC and with its legal head governance. They were looking to discharge the president of MHC or to totally eliminate MHC. They used the scurvy accusations and actions, as: attempt cum to bribe, bad administration of finances, for a long time the ways of communication were blocked (telephone, fax, e-mail, mail etc.), had misinformed the donors or had used pressure on then, had threatened our partners that will not be financed if are cooperating with us, had falsified the documents and samples (stamp, heading, signatures) of MHC, had blocked the access to information and had blocked the registration of the modification to the Statutes of MHC. We are ready to present incontestable proves to each mentioned point.  
There are backgrounds that in the Republic of Moldova there were created an informal structure of nongovernmental organizations, mass-media and public servants, who are illegally using the public money, the grants offered by foreign donors and public positions, that are acting against those individuals and legal entities, which are incommode for them.  
A nongovernmental organization, even as powered as is MHC, which is activating only from projects, is not able to fight with the up-mentioned groups, which are fighting with those „inconvenient”, inventing scenes, technologies and instruments.  
The democracy and human rights in the Republic of Moldova are in a big danger. Different State structures had restrained with devoted nongovernmental organizations, which, while the situation is aggravating, are making reports and sing inducing in error the population and the international organizations. There are created kinds of “umbrellas”, which allow the money laundry and controlling the civil society, throwing the garbage on those associations that do not accent these rules of dirty game.  
We want to also remind the wide public and our partners that MHC had passed more grave crisis (defaming and long term arrests) which did not weakened us, on the contrary had consolidated us, had made us more efficient and more firmly. That will be this time too. 
We are informing the partners and donors that we had activated from 1990 till 1993, exclusively on voluntary basis, but till 1997 only with technical support, and with no financial support, but we had obtained important results. We had worked in the past 2 years in budget situation auster and we had resisted, proving our efficiency, independence and objectivity, protecting tens of victims, including representation with success of more than 25 cases in the European Court of Human Rights.  
We are drawing the attention of all, especially, the donors’ that any attack directed to some associations and individuals, especially to those who are criticizing, appear just from several days of certain declaration, critical reports or adherence to political parties from opposition, in order to avoid “privatization” of the donors by persons who daily create “nongovernmental” organizations or networks and umbrellas, elaborating strategies which exclude one another, or even are stealing the intellectual product of other organizations.  
We should mention that not many nongovernmental organizations from Moldova and abroad determinate such a big attention from the wide public, but the possible closing down of our organization is alarming the society. Only an organization that is working efficiently and influencing the processes from the society is able to create such effects.
