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STATEMENT
on continuous escalation of serious human rights violations on the terrorist acts and taking hostages by the regime that usurped the power in some localities in the East of the Republic of Moldova  
Moldovan Helsinki Committee for Human Rights, Amnesty International Group, League for Defense Human Rights of Moldova and Advice Center for Disadvantageous Social Categories are declaring its worry and disagreement concerning the situation of children, parents and teachers in the schools with Latin script teaching, from the left bank of Dnester river.  
As representatives of the civil society of our country we protest vehemently against the secessionist actions of the Tiraspol authorities, which are taking place in spite of all the appeals, efforts and recommendations in the past period. We consider that continuing the defiance of civilized standards dialogue by the Smirnov system, proves moreover the illegality of this criminal leadership, which as a weapon, are hiding at the back of the children, using several thousands pupils, between whom are orphans, harassing them over 12 years, in order to achieve their meanness and groundless goals. In this way, the crimes committed by the system from Tiraspol equalize or even surpass those recent from Beslan. 
During September, thousands of children are banned to enter in the study rooms, but the only school of Romanian language teaching in Tiraspol was devastated by armed people that were operating name of “Dnester Moldavian Republic” („DMR”), destroying the interior walls and confiscating teaching aids and material goods. Parents and teachers of these children are arbitrary arrested. Those who have another opinion than the criminal community “DMR” are dismissed and deprived from the propriety arbitrary.   In the past time, the parents are menaced with declining parents rights, the organizations on protecting human rights in Moldova are asking a more active involving of the authorities of Republic of Moldova by uniform application of the Constitution and ensuring the basic rights and liberties of the citizens from the region temporarily occupied by Smirnov system.  
Also, we are addressing to the population and the leadership Russian Federation – country which is still under the impression of tragic events from Beslan and which has declared itself motivated to fight against such actions anywhere its can happen, to take a duplicator  attitude in order to stop the keeping hostages children and other innocent people – actions undertaken by a group of citizens of the Russian Federation and supported until this moment by the official leadership of the Russian Federation, as Serghei Baburin, Vladimir Putin, Vladimir Jirinovski and others. We want to draw the acttention of the leadership and the population of the Russian Federation that the terrorism promoted on the territory of another state sooner or later will reply against the origin country. It cannot be assured the security of the own people neglecting endlessly basic rights and liberties of other people, independent on their political orientation, ethnic origin or spoken language, or of the dimension of the origin country.
These three organizations on human rights protection from Moldova make appeal to the state authorities and the whole civil national and international society urgently to take diplomatic, political, economical and other measures in order to ensure and guarantee the security, life and health of the children, parents and teachers. It should be done everything that anyone can do for these children to be able to begin their studies in the language and script which they and their parents want.  
Moldovan Helsinki Committee for Human Rights, Amnesty International Group, League for Defense Human Rights of Moldova will give free consultations and legal assistance to all victims of the criminal system from Tiraspol as a result of intimidation actions, terrifying, black-mailing etc., which cannot be qualified other than terrorism acts and keeping hostages.
