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Leaders of the «Transdnistrian Moldovan Republic» apply tactics of hostages capture to satisfy their political ambitions:

1. Over a year the blockage of a penitentiary is going on: 460 prisoners are kept without electricity, heat and water;
2. Three village localities from the Left bank of the Dnestr river are switched off from supply of electricity and gas: dozens of elderly persons, children and invalids are deprived of elementary vital conditions;
 3. Tiraspol separatists turned off the telecommunication between Right and Left banks of the Dnestr. Also they have started powerful generators of electric poles for suppression of mobile telecommunication around the whole territory of the Republic of Moldova.

Leaders of the «Transdnistrian Moldovan Republic» apply tactics of hostages capture to satisfy their political ambitions:
In September last year the Moldovan Helsinki Committee informed the participants of the OSCE Human Dimension Meeting on the disastrous situation with regard to human rights in Transdnistria and submitted a critical analysis of the OSCE project of Transdnistrian conflict resolution through the federalization of Republic of Moldova. 

Today, over almost a year and a half from the proclamation of that OSCE initiative, we can present updated information on the development of the processes within the Transdnistrian conflict, its movement and the prospects of its resolution.


According to our lately observations the situation there has sharply aggravated. Inspired by an appearing prospect to obtain the international acknowledgement and support (as the above mentioned OSCE project can be actually estimated), the criminal group that usurped the constitutional power over the left-bank regions of Moldova has activated its inhumane activities and defied the principles of democracy and human rights.


As we have reported earlier as well, the about 600’000 population of Transnistrian region became hostage of the Tiraspol regime, which took the authority by weapon force and violence and now establishes its own rules, imposes its will to the constitutional authorities and international organizations. However the events, that took place after the OBSE proposal on regulating the conflict in the Dnester region of Moldova through federalization, reveal completely the essence of the regime, that had installed there, and proves that the proposed way to overcome the deadlock is unpromising. Here are just a few facts:

1. Since September 12th of the last year  (2002) the Tiraspol administration has completely blocked ability to live penitentiary establishments OSHCH-29/8 located in city of Bender1, have disconnected water supply, the electricity and the heat too. The parallel structures of authority obstruct the situation by delivering foodstuffs and potable water; therefore the feed of prisoners is late for 6-8 and more hours. Thus more than 450 prisoners of these establishments, among which about 200 patients of tuberculosis during a year were doomed to great sufferings and death. Only because of the aid of the U.S. Government, the department of the penitentiary establishments of the Republic of Moldova knew how to place the most ill patients into another place near Chisinau; however, those remaining there about 250 prisoners continue to suffer, resulting from any unjustified actions of separatist leaders of Transdnistria. Actually concluding this establishment, daily they face with violation of human dignity, which can be considered as double punishment, moreover not decided in the judicial order. 

Necessary to note that during February of this year, the mission OSCE in Moldova and the Embassy of the USA entered the negotiations with customers and organizers of this blockade and the normal vital activity of penitentiary establishment was established; however, only for some time. Obviously that the representatives of OSCE mission did not show proper persistence and did not use proper arguments on the persuasion of the separatism leaders to disagree the application of terrorism acts by taking hostages and to establish by such means their will.

1.  It is necessary to say that at the moment of visiting the blocked villages by representatives of the Helsinki Committee, there were in difficult situation tens old men, children and patients of demanding healthcare. In the Cocieri sanatorium  only there were about 350 persons (basically teachers and doctors, and about half of them permanent residents of Transdnestria). They also did not have a possibility to assume timely and qualitative nourishment since they did not work the freezers, it was cut the gas for preparing the food, and because of the absence of electricity did not work the water-supply system. Next to up mentioned place, there is a  camp of resting, where besides other children came to rest more than 200 children from Bender, Tiraspol and other populated areas of Pridnestr. Igor Smirnov and his environment, are ready to endow with themselves for the realization of their political ambitions.

2. It is already more than one month as separatism leaders with I. Smirnov  have disconnected telecommunication between left and right coast of Dnestr and that this terrorist act to become more effectively, they have included powerful generators of electric fields and guzzle also the mobile telecommunication provided with the international operators of French company " Voxtel " and Turkish company «Moldcell». You can imagine the sufferings of the citizen (in addition - children, old men and of invalids first of all) that were deprived of the possibility to cause fast medical aid, the police and another ways of pressing aid. Should be also noted the fact that these powerful generators, presented by separatists of 14th army of the Russian Federation, besides the damping of effira they have a bad effect on the people of those being in the location in immediate proximity of these generators.

There is such question. Why when communications are interrupted on fault of the natural phenomena, in that  zone help all the authorities of state, to that place are hurrying to help tens of international organizations. Why when it occurs on fault of a small group of adventurers, and even on eyes of constant mission the OSCE- the situation is deliberately ignored?   


In connection with presented we issue a call OSCE as a whole, and each country  in particular to condemn the actions of the Tiraspol regime straightened to using the citizen as hostages, subjecting to their agonizing sufferings and deprivations,  for the satisfaction of its own political ambitions. To consider such actions as the similarity of terrorist acts, with all escaping from these consequences.


 In connection with up presented we, first of all, welcome the solution of the Continental Alliance about the application of visa sanctions with respect to 17 leaders of the separatist regime of Pridnestr, which appeared the most causing relation to the international standards of law of man.

Taking into account that during the ten years of peace-making activity the OSCE, the Russian Federation and the Ukraine, as countries-guarantors, could not advance the resolution of the Transdnistrian conflict, and considering the fact that recently this conflict developed on a new turn, we urgently call for developing measures on changing the negotiations format by involving other, - not-interested, - countries as guarantors of the process. As well for rendering the Russian Federation the every possible assistance with regard to final withdrawal of the armament and troops of former 14th Army from Transdnistria. 
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
